Section 3:  HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

EMERGENCY OVERVIEW:  A pre-catalyzed liquid-gel resin solution that could give off harmful vapors if allowed to cure in cups or bulk quantities, exposed to a strong UV light source (sunlight, etc.).  Will irritate eyes if splashed into them.  Over-exposure may cause moderated skin irritation or respiratory irritation.  Containers heated in the sun, or by other external sources my become very sensitive to UV curing and may go into a very high heat exothermic reaction (destructive) which would emit dangerous smoke and other vapors.

POTENTIAL HEALTH EFFECTS:

EYE:

· Severe irritation or burns.

SKIN:

· Moderate irritation.

INGESTION:

· General gastrointestinal chemical irritation, burning & damage.

INHALATION:

· Respiratory tract irritation, up to asphyxiation, depending on exposure situation.

CHRONIC EFFECTS:

· None known.

SIGNS & SYMPTOMS:

· Redness, itching, pain (eyes), rash, difficulty breathing, nausea, dizziness, malaise, unconsciousness.

Section 4:  FIRST AID MEASURES
