Section 3:  HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

EMERGENCY OVERVIEW:  A glass fiber fabric impregnated with a gel of a flammable liquid resin.  Breathing the vapors should be avoided.  Usage around sparks or any other source of ignition is dangerous.  Some persons have become or could become sensitized to the impregnation resin because of repeated and/or prolonged, unprotected exposure.
